YA SEEN- Ch.36
· “Everything has a heart and the heart of the Qur’an is Surah Yaseen”.

· “Whoever reads Surah Yaseen it will be like reading the Qur’an ten times”.

· “Whoever reads Surah Yaseen at the beginning of the day, all his needs for that day will be fulfilled”.

· “Whoever reads Surah Yaseen in the night, he will be forgiven”.
 

· “Whoever reads Surah Yaseen, seeking Allah’s pleasure, his past sins will be forgiven- so recite it over the dying among you”.

MULK- Ch. 67
· Jabir: ‘The Holy Prophet (SAW) did not go to sleep without reading Surah Mulk’.

· “There is a chapter in the Qur’an consisting of thirty verses which intercedes for a person till he is forgiven by Allah and it is Surah Mulk”.

· “Whoever reads it every night will be protected from the Punishment of the Grave”.

· “I love that it is in the heart of every believer”.

· A Sahabi went to a place and raised his tent on a grave, unaware that it was a grave.  Then he heard someone reciting Surah Mulk till the end.  The Sahabi reported this to the Holy Prophet (SAW) who said:

     “This Surah is a SHIELD (Mani’ah) and a RESCUER (Munjiyah) and it will save 

     him from the Punishment of the Grave”.

WAQI’AH- Ch.56

· “Whoever recites Surah Waqi’ah every night, poverty will never befall him”.

· Abdullah b. Mas’ud said: 

    ‘I have instructed my daughters to read Surah Waqi’ah every night’.

SAJDAH- Ch. 32

· Jabir:  ‘The Holy Prophet (SAW) did not go to sleep without reading Surah Sajdah and Surah Mulk”.

· Khalid b. Ma’dan said:

     ‘There was a man who was a great sinner, but he used to read Surah Sajdah and he 

     never used to read anything else.  This Surah spread its wings over that man and 

     made a request to Allah saying: “O Allah! Forgive this man because he used to

     recite me frequently”.  So the intercession of that Surah was accepted.  It was 

     ordered that each sin in his account should be substituted by a good deed and his

     status should be raised’.

RAHMAN- Ch.55

“Everything has an adornment and the adornment of the Qur’an is Surah Rahman”.

KAHF- Ch.18
· “Whoever reads Surah Kahf on Friday, Allah will shine a light for him till next Friday”.

· “Whoever learns and preserves, in heart and practice, the first ten verses (and the last ten verses
) of Surah Kahf, he will be protected from Dajjal”.

A’LA- Ch. 87
· Ali:  ‘The Holy Prophet (SAW) loved this Surah’.

· The Holy Prophet (SAW) used to read Surah A’la in the 1st rak’ah of Witr Prayer.

ZILZAL- Ch.99
“It is equivalent to half the Qur’an”.

TAKASUR- Ch. 102
“Cannot one of recite 1,000 verses in a day? 

Cannot one of you recite Surah Takasur?”.

NASR- Ch.110
“It is equivalent to a fourth of the Qur’an”.

KAFIRUN- Ch.109
· “It is equivalent to a fourth of the Qur’an”.

Reading Surah Kafirun with Surah Ikhlas in Prayer

· “What an excellent pair of Surahs they are!”

· When the Holy Prophet (SAW) heard a man reciting Surah Kafirun in the 1st rak’ah of his prayer he said: “This is a servant who believes in his Lord”.

When he heard the same man reciting Surah Ikhlas in the 2nd rak’ah he said:

“This is a servant who knows his Lord”.

· The Holy Prophet (SAW) read these in the 2nd and 3rd rak’ah of Witr Prayer.

· The Holy Prophet (SAW) read these in the Sunnah of Fajr Prayer.

· The Holy Prophet (SAW) read these in the Sunnah of Maghrib Prayer.

IKHLAS- Ch. 112
· “ Is anyone of you capable of reciting a third of the Qur’an?

     Recite Surah Ikhlas- it is equivalent to reading a third of the Qur’an”.

· The Holy Prophet (SAW) said about a man who recited this Surah in every prayer:

     “Tell him that Allah loves him”.

· The Holy Prophet (SAW) said about a man who loved Surah Ikhlas:

     “Your love for it will admit you to Paradise”.

The Mu’awwizatayn  

FALAQ & NAS- Ch. 113-114

*  “The like of these have never been seen”.

· “Recite the Mu’awwizatayn in your prayer because no seeker of refuge can seek  refuge with anything like these two Surahs”.

Reading Surah Ikhlas, Surah Falaq & Surah Nas THREE times
· Read these Surahs three times in the MORNING and the EVENING

     “They will suffice you for every purpose”.

· ‘Every night when the Holy Prophet (SAW) would go to bed, he would cup his

     hands together and blow into them, reciting Surah Ikhlas, Surah Falaq & Surah 

     Nas, and then pass his hands over whatever he was able of his body, beginning

     with his head, face and the front of his body.  He would do it three times’.

AL FATIHAH- Ch. 1

· “I am going to teach you the Greatest Chapter of the Qur’an (Fatihah). It is the Seven Oft-repeated Verses and the Great Qur’an which I have been given”.

· “By Him in Whose hand is my Soul!

     Nothing like it has been sent down in the Tawrat, nor in the Injeel, nor in the

     Zabur, nor in the Qur’an”.

*  “In Surah Fatihah is a cure for all ailments”.
